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CALL FOR PROPOSALS AND TERMS OF REFERENCE
1. INTRODUCTION

The South African Agency for Science and Technology Advancement (SAASTA) is a business unit of the National Research Foundation. SAASTA’s mission is to promote broad public awareness, appreciation and understanding of science, engineering and technology in South Africa. 
The Public Understanding of Biotechnology (PUB) programme, an initiative of the Department of Science and Technology (DST), is implemented by SAASTA’s Science Communication Unit across all sectors of society. The PUB programme was launched in 2003 and the aim is to promote credible, fact based understanding of biotechnology through awareness, dialogue and education to enable informed decision making on biotechnology innovations to improve the quality of life.
During the course of the 2010/11 financial year, the PUB programme awarded a tender to the Foster Brothers for the production of a resource showcasing cutting edge research in different areas of Biotechnology.

An excellent DVD showcasing research in different areas such as stem cells, GMOs, forensics, biofuels etc was produced and adapted onto touch screens.

The PUB programme would like to extend a call to interested applicants at Science Institutions (Science Centres, Universities etc) to submit proposals for hosting of this fantastic resource together with organizing Biotechnology activities to enhance the knowledge of visitors at their respective institutions. 
The touch screen will occupy 1m2 of space and will need a power outlet close to it. It should be also be placed in an area that allows high volume. Successful applicants will be provided training on how to operate the machine.

The PUB programme at SAASTA has ear-marked funds to support projects and activities to be implemented through Science Institutions around South Africa. 
2. OBJECTIVES
The overall objectives of this project are to:

· Host the touch screen and introduce visitors to the concept of Biotechnology and the current ongoing research.
· Enhance the knowledge of Biotechnology to visitors through other activities in addition to exposing them to the touch screen. 
3. CALL FOR PARTICIPATION

Science Institutions are requested to submit proposals for hosting the touch screen from July 2012 onwards for a time period suitable for your organization/institution with an indication of other activities that can be conducted clearly indicating in the proposal details of who will be involved from their Institute, number of visitors to be reached etc. Touch screens should be returned to SAASTA at conclusion of activities.
Only one proposal per applicant should be submitted. Only proposals submitted with a clear outline of the proposed deliverables and budget breakdown will be considered. All reports should be submitted to SAASTA before the end of the 12/13 financial year (Exact dates for submission of reports will be communicated at a later stage).
